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I guess Iôm a sucker for a good 

story, and this past week I fell for one 

hook, line and sinker .

His story was 

that he was just released after serving 18 

months in prison and was a óchanged 

person.ô No longer would he engage in 

his former pattern of living, and he was 

quick to point out that he really was an 

honest person, thanked me for the 

twenty from his last visit, and put on his 

most sincere face. 

So after about five minutes we got 

down to the real reason for this visit. He 

was trying to drive a friend to work and 

all he óneededô was five bucks for gas. 

In fact, if there was something around 

the church that needed done, he was 

willing to do it after he took his friend to 

work. 

Just as he was finishing his plea, 

Bruce came into the office, so  I took 

this opportunity to inquire if he might 

have something this gentleman could do 

to help out. It didnôt take long for him to 

come up with a simple chore for our 

visitor to perform ï basically mow the 

courtyard and distribute the mulched 

leaves on the Irises in front of the 

church.  

After questioning the exact extent of 

the job, making sure that it wouldnôt be 

too hard, our friend told us that he 

would return and do the deed. In hesitant 

expectation, Bruce got out a mower and 

had it primed and ready to go when our 

new worker returned. I had an appoint-

ment and left, but when I returned, the 

mower was still sitting outside our door 

waiting for our visitor. Do you think he 

will be back? That was the $20.00 

question. Both times he visited he left 

with $20.00. 

This is a common occurrence in our 

profession, and I would rather err on 

the side of helping out, than to feel 

guilty about not lending a hand. If our 

friend returns with another story, I 

might remind him of his failure to keep 

his end of the bargain, but still be in-

clined to help him again. If my memory 

serves me right, I gave him a ride, and 

two cheeseburgers in addition to the 

financial aid. Guess what? When we 

truly believe that what we are doing is 

what Jesus would have us do, then we 

really have no choice. 

I wish I could say that I always act 

in this way, but I canôt. There are times 

when I know that the person on the 

other end of the line has called me on 

several occasions with the same story, 

and I try to direct him/her to agencies 

in town who can help. True compassion 

does not need an analysis of whether 

the person on the other end of the line 

really is conning us or really needs the 

help. Jesus said, ñFeed my sheep!ò That 

means ALL of His sheep. 

Iôm feeling certain of what Jesus 

would do. The question is, ñwhat would 

you do?ò
